(m ostl y  inadverte ntl y)  as a vehicle of cultu ral 
globalizati on.  I t  is a m ovem ent of astounding scope Ð in 
large areas of East  and South east Asia, in th e Pacific 
islands, in sub-Saharan Afr ica, and most  dramati cally in 
Lati n America.   The Brit ish sociologist Davi d Marti n, wh o 
has devoted many years to th e stu dy of t his phenom enon, 
esti mates that it involves at least 25 0 m illion people 
wo r ldwi de.  And, as Marti n has shown , it br ings about a 
dramat ic cultu ral revolut ion.

While 
th is form  of Protesta nti sm  is clearly  of Anglo-Saxon or igin 
(m odern Pentecosta lism  originate d in t he United Sta tes 
som e one hundred years ago) , it  has been successfully 
indigenized everywh ere it has penetr ate d.    I t does not  
typ ically  use th e English language, and its  worship 
(especially in it s music)  ta kes over many indigenous 
form s.  However, t he Ôspir itÕ that is expressed here has 
unm ista kably Anglo-Saxon t raits , especially in its  powerful 
com binat ion of indivi dualisti c self- expression, 
egalita r ianism  (especially  betwe en men and wo m en) ,  and 
th e capacit y for  creati ng vo lunta ry associati ons.  Thus it 
not only facilita tes social mobility  in developing market  
econom ies ( th at, of course,  was the gist of th e Weber ian 
th esis)  but also facilita te s actual or anti cipated 
part icipat ion in th e new global economy.  To th is must  be 
added th e fact th at  among the leaders of th is m ovement 
th ere is a consciousness of being par t of a global 
move m ent, wi th increasing cross-nati onal conta cts 
betw een them  and with  th e cente rs of eva ngelicalism  in 
th e United Sta tes.

ÒAs a couple we work together because we really believe that the 
calling was for both of us.  We have been in ministry for two years 
and I  find that being united in the ministry has helped deal with a 
lot of issues that people have concerning loyalty and honesty 
toward each other and toward God.  When the congregation sees 
a pastor and wife working together I  believe it helps a lot.Ó
