W h y is a  Tr in i t ar ian  m ode l  v er su s a  
Un i t a r ian  m od el  v i t a l  for  a su ccessfu l  

ch u r ch  p lan t ? 
by Sun Young Chung 

 
A Trinitarian m odel is essent ial and 
foundat ional for our very existence, 
salvat ion, and m ission. God the Father is 
the Creator and Giver of life,  Jesus the 
Son, the Redeem er, and the Holy Spir it , 
the one who em powers us individually and 
as a Church to build GodÕs kingdom . 
  
On a very basic level, without  Jesus, we 
have no Redeem er or Savior. Without  
Jesus there is no cross, nor a  
resurrect ion. The church has no gospel, no 
m essage to proclaim . Without  Jesus, we 
cannot  have the hope of resurrect ion nor 
can we have the prom ise of eternal life. 
According to John 14: 9, we also could not  
know the Father as he is the incarnat ion 
of God, revealing God to us. Without  Jesus 
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we are also st r ipped of the sacram ents of 
the Church, nam ely Bapt ism  and the 
LordÕs Supper. 

  
Without  the Holy Spir it , we have no power 
to accom plish our m ission of evangelizing 
the world and building GodÕs kingdom . 
Without  the Holy Spir it , there can be no 
convict ion of sin,  r ighteousness and 
judgm ent  (John 16: 8) , thus none who 
com e to believe. We also would not  have 
the Scriptures without  t he inspirat ion of 
the Holy Spir it , which leaves us without  
the Word of God. The Spir it  of God also 
teaches us to pray, guides us into 
understanding the Scriptures, and is our 
very m eans for fellowship with God.  
 
A Unitarian view of God also disables us 
from  understanding the nature of how we 
are in relat ionship with God and with each 
other. Though there are aspects of the 
Trinity that  rem ain a m ystery to us, we 
can st ill see and learn from  how God the 
Father, the Son and the Holy Spir it  have 
different  funct ions, and yet  are One. 
Without  the Trinity, we have no m odel for 
our unity and diversity in the Body (1 
Corinthians 12) . I t  also provides a m odel 
for  how we m ay have different  funct ions 
and posit ions in a church and yet  we are 
all the sam e in the priesthood of all 
believers. Som e churches have even 
adopted the Trinitarian m odel for 
st ructuring leadership and dist inguishing 
each area of m inist ry, developing a type 
of three- team  system . 
  
A Triune m odel is also im portant  because 
each m em ber of the Godhead plays a 
dist inct  role and gives dist inct  gift s to all 
believers. Paul Walker in the Spir it  Filled 
Life Bible dist inguishes them  in this way:  
¥ Gifts of the Father (For Basic Life 

Purpose and Mot ivat ion) -  Rom ans 
12: 3-8

Though I  am  st ill seeking to understand 
how these gift s are divided and dispersed 
and by whom , it  does seem  clear that  
each m em ber of the Godhead perform s 
very specific funct ions and also gives very 
specific gift s, part icularly the Holy Spir it . 
Without  a Trinitarian m odel,  a church 
would surely be Ôim m obilizedÕ, part icularly 
in the work of evangelism  and m issions, 
which is a prim ary goal of the church 
plant ing endeavor. Furtherm ore, the 
absence of these diverse gift s and the 
various offices of apost le, pastor, t eacher,  
prophet , and evangelist  would m ean that  
a church body would be seriously 
handicapped.
